my hands and knees, in my cler-
ics, consoling and cleaning up
after my beloved dog.

It was a humbling mo-
ment that reminded exactly
what this position is that | have
been called to fill- one of ser-
vant. Whether or not | am pas-
toring a congregation member,
attending to a congregation or
colleague as Dean, first and
foremost | am a servant of God
attending to the people of God.

| was reminded recently of
Martin Luther’s sacristy
prayer that | have used
over the years before wor-
ship. I'd like to share it with
you now.

“Lord God, You
have placed me in your
church. You know how un-
suitable | am. Were it not
for your guidance, | would
have long since brought
everything to destruction. |
wish to give my heart and
mouth to your service. |
desire to teach your people
nad long to be taught your
work.
